Regents exams are prepared bycanferenceof selected NewYork teachers of each test's specific
discipline who assemble a "test map" that highlights the skills and knowledge required from the specific
discipline's learning standards. The conferentet and design the tests three years before the tests'
issuancewhich includes time for field testing and evaluating testing questions.

To graduate with what is called a "Regemliploma" students are required to have earned appropriate
credits in a number of specific subjects by passing-lggay or halfyear courses, after which they must

earn a score of 65 points or better on the Regents examination in that subject area. This expestation

in addition to passing the courses themselves, the passing grade of which is based on an individual
teacher's or school's own tests anthss work

To receive aegular high school diploma, students in New York State must pass, with a score of 65 or
higher, five Regents Examiitegrated Algebra, Global History and Geography, U.S. History and
Government, Comprehensive English, and at least one Regents level science course (Earth Sciend
Biology/Living Environment, Chemistry, or Physics).

(b) Students may meet the learning standards in technology either in a course in technology education or through an integrated
coure combining technology with mathematics and/or science. A commenceieeat course in technology education may
be used as the third unit of credit in science or mathematics, but not both.

(c) The Arts are defined as dance, music, theatre, and visual arts

(d) Students with a disability may be excused from the requirement for one unit of credit in LOTE if so indicated in the
Individualized Education Program (IEP).

Collegecourses taken at an institution of highkrarningmust have prior approval by the Segntendent

and the BOE if high school credit is being requested. As stated prior, these courses are not designed to
supplant normal graduation requirements or courses already offered at Fishers Island School.

Integrated Geometry 1 credit Course No. 919

Integrated Geometry is the second course of a thyear high schodevel math program of study resulting in a
Regents Diploma.

Various areas of the world will be studied in chronological
context. Students will learn the development of cultures, economics, and political systems from their origins in
ancient and classic civilizations through the end of the 18th century.

Global History and Geography I 1 credit Course No. 303

Grade 10

This course is the second half of a tyear sequence providing students with a global perspective covering the
five social studies standards and common themes that recur across time and place. In addition, four major
historical eras are studied from tHate 18" century through the present day with an emphasis on incorporating
global connections and interactions.
